The French Camp vineyard rests in the rain shadow of

black moundain in the southeastern corner of the Paso
Robles AVA. Because of its proximity to the mountains

and the drainage that comes from them, French Camp enjoys
almost a 50-degee diurnal shift between the high temperature
of the day and the cool of the night.

The smaller clusters and fewer overall clusters resulted in
lower yields compared to previous years. This lower yield
often leads to higher quality. When the vine’s resources are
concentrated on a smaller number of berries, it can enhance
the flavor profile of the fruit, creating a more intense and
concentrated flavor experience. 1
